MeitY weighs extension after
pushback on draft IT rules

New Delhi, April 7

AMID A PUBLIC outcry over
proposed amendments to the
Information Technology
Rules,the ministry of electron-
ics and information technol-
ogy (MeitY) on Tuesday indi-
cated it may extend the April
14 deadline for stakeholder
feedback, following consulta-
tions with intermediaries and
civil society groups.

IT Secretary S Krishnan
said the ministry was open-
minded and would examine
all suggestions before finalis-
ing theamendments.

“We have received
requests for more time, we
will consider what is appro-
priate,”he told reporters after
the meeting, adding that
stakeholders had sought addi-
tional time as well as,in some
cases,withdrawal of the draft
changes.

The draft amendments,
released on March 30, propose
changes to the Information
Technology (Intermediary
Guidelines and Digital Media
Ethics Code) Rules, 2021.

A Key provision expands
the scope of news and current
affairs content to include
material posted by non-pub-
lisher users such as influ-
encers and content creators,
effectively bringing such con-
tent within the ambit of Part
III of the rules,which currently
applies to digital news pub-

Thane gets
first direct
metro link to
Mumbai

THE INAUGURATION OF the
opening phase of Metro Line 9
linking Dahisar East to
Kashigaon on Tuesday marked
the first direct connectivity
between a suburb in Mumbai
and a part of Thane city in the
metropolitan region.

Mabharashtra Chief Minister
Devendra Fadnavisalsoinaugu-
rated the first phase of Metro
Line 2Bfrom Mandaleto Chem-
bur, which provides first metro
connectivity on the Harbour
Line in Mumbai. With regular
servicesonbothlinesset tostart
from Wednesday, the financial
capital of the country will have
sixoperational Metrolines.Fad-
navis first inaugurated the first
phase of Metro Line 9, flagging
off a train from Dahisar East,
and travelled to Kashigaon
alongwith Deputy Chief Minis-
ter Eknath Shinde, Transport
Minister Pratap Sarnaik, and
Mumbai Mayor RituTawde.The
line connects the northern sub-
urb of Dahisar with neighbour-
ing Mira Bhayandar in Thane
district.

Speaking to reporters, Fad-
navis said that an easy and
accessible transportation sys-
tem is being developed in the
Mumbai Metropolitan Region
(MMR), integrating metro, e-
busesand water transport.

ating procedures part of inter-

not expanding any powers,
these are clarifications within
the existing framework,”
Krishnan said.

However, the linkage of
compliance to safe harbour
protections hasraised concerns
among social media compa-
nies, which fear that failure to
act on advisories could expose
them to legal liability for user-
generated content.

Platforms have sought clar-
ity on whether advisories
would carry the same binding
force as statutory orders.

Industry participants also
flagged concerns over being
treated on par with publish-
ers, stating that intermedi-
aries host user-generated
content and should not be

subject toidentical regulatory
standards.

“Intermediaries did not
want to be clubbed with pub-
lishers,and publishers did not
want to be clubbed with
users,” Krishnan  said,
acknowledging the distinc-
tion raised by stakeholders.

Companies further
pointed to operational chal-
lenges in enforcing content
directions, particularlywhere
platforms lack direct control
over users, and warned of
increased compliance bur-
dens, especially for smaller
firms and advertisers depen-
dent on digital platforms.
Calls were also made for
clearer procedural safe-
guards, including prior con-
sultation before issuing advi-
sories and defined thresholds
forregulatoryaction.

On concerns around cen-
sorship and free speech, the
government said it remained
bound by constitutional safe-
guards.

Krishnan attributed the
risein content takedownstoan
increase in problematic mate-
rial, including Al-generated
content,deepfakes,imperson-
ation and misleading adver-
tisements, while maintaining
that formal blocking powers
under Section 69A remain
unchanged.

The ministry also said it
would examine requests to
consolidate multiple guide-
lines into a single framework.

India, New Zealand may sign
free trade agreement on April 24

INDIA AND NEW ZEALAND
are expected to sign their Free
Trade Agreement (FTA) on
April 24 during thevisit of New
Zealand’s Trade and Invest-
ment Minister, Todd McClay,
later this month, a source said.
The two countries had
announced the finalisation of
the pact on December 22 last
year. Besides tariff liberalisa-
tion, New Zealand has also
offered to invest $20 billion in
India over the next 15 years.

New Zealand has offered
immediate elimination of
duties (zero duty) on 100% of
tariff lines (8,284 tariff lines)
immediately upon Entry into
Force (EIF) of the deal.

New Zealand currently
maintains tariffs of around
10% on around 450 lines of
key Indian exportsin products
including textile and apparel
products, leather and head-

gear, ceramics, carpets, auto-
mobiles, and auto compo-
nents.Additionally,the average
applied tariff of 2.2% in 2025
will become zero from EIF.

In return, India will allow
imports of sheep meat, wines,
apples,wood, petroleum,steel,
and aluminium from New
Zealand at reduced duties.

In total, India has offered
market access in 70.03% of
the tariff lines while keeping
29.97% tariff lines in exclu-
sion.

The products on the exclu-
sion list include dairy, animal
products other than sheep

meat, vegetable products,
sugar, artificial honey,animal,
vegetable or microbial fatsand
oils, gems and jewellery, cop-
per, and aluminium goods.
Tariff elimination by India will
be in phases.

In return for market access
inapples,honey,and kiwi fruit,
New Zealand will also assist
Indian farmers in improving
their productivity.

In services, India has
secured commitmentsacrossa
wide range of high-value sec-
tors, including IT and IT-
enabled services, professional
services, education, financial
services, tourism , construc-
tion, and other business ser-
vices,opening substantial new
opportunities for Indian ser-
vice suppliers and high-skill
employment.

India has secured commit-
ments in 118 services sectors
and sub-sectors,alongwith lib-
eral commitments on the
mobility of students.

DGCA steps up monitoring as
aviation disruption widens

THE DIRECTORATE GENERAL
of Civil Aviation (DGCA)has said
that it is closely monitoring the
evolving aviation situation as
the ongoing West Asia conflict
disrupts global flight networks,
forcing airlines to cut opera-
tions, reroute flights,and absorb
higher costs.

The regulator’s recent
measures, such as relaxing
FDTLnorms for pilots of long-
haul flights, are aimed at
ensuring pilotavailabilityand
maintaining operational sta-
bility, Joint Secretary in the
Ministry of Civil Aviation,
Asangba Chuba Ao, said at an
inter-ministerial briefing.

“The Ministry of Civil Avia-
tionisactivelyworkingwithall
stakeholders, exploring all
means to support the industry,
especially airlines, to bring

down costs,which will eventu-
ally be passed on to passen-
gers,” Ao said.

Airspace closures across key
West Asian countries, including

Iran, Iraq, Israel, Jordan,
Lebanon, Kuwait, Qatar,
Bahrain, and the UAE, have sig-
nificantly disrupted interna-
tional connectivity. Airlines are
being forced to take longer
routes, increasing travel time
and operating costs, particularly

“The Ministry is closely and
continuously monitoring the
evolving situation.

These airspace restrictions
have led to unprecedented dis-
ruption in global aviation net-
works,” Ao added.

The impact on Indian carri-
ers has been severe. Flights
between India and the Gulfand
West Asia region have fallen

from around 300-350 daily
(both ways) to nearly 80-90
flights.

Since February 28, Indian
airlines have cancelled more
than 10,0001lights,resultingin
mountinglosses.

“TheIndianaviationsectoris
facing major operational and
financial challenges due to the
ongoing conflict. Longer routes
have increased travel time and
costs, but the government is
focused on ensuring passenger
safety,stable fares,and seamless
cargo movement,”Ao said.

Airlines are also grappling
withhigherfuelburn,crewcon-
straints,and tighteraircraft util-
isation as rerouted operations
stretch schedules.

According to the latest
announcement, the DGCA’s
closer oversight aims to ensure
safety and minimise disrup-
tions, even as carriers navigate
rising costs and operational
pressures.

‘Sugar supply stable,but govt should
ensure timely payments to cane farmers’

INDIA'S SUGAR SUPPLY situa-
tion is “stable” for now, but the
government must take steps to
ensure the industry’s financial
health and its ability to make
timely payments to cane grow-
ers.

“The country’s sugar pro-
duction in the 2025-26 season
(October-September)islikely be
around 281 lakh tonnes (lh)
after factoring in an estimated
281t diversion towards ethanol
manufacturing,” said Harsh-

vardhan Patil, president of the
National Federation of Cooper-
ative Sugar Factories.

With opening stocks of 501t,
the total sugar availability of
331 It can comfortably cover
the domestic consumption
requirement of 280 It and
another 10 It of exports for this
season. The projected closing
stocksfor2025-26,at 41 It,will
bethelowestsincethe 39.41t of
2016-17, but that is still rea-
sonably balanced, according to
Patil.

He also discounted the
effect of a possible El Nifio on

the sugarcane crop to be
crushed in the ensuing 2026-
27 season.

“The bulk of plantings for
the next season were already
completed last year,which had
good rains. A below-normal
monsoon due to an El Nifio this
year (as predicted by the private
weather forecaster Skymet)
would basicallyhitthe 2027-28
cane crop,’ Patil pointed out.
“The problem today is that the
all-India average ex-mill price of
sugar is about Rs 3,850 per
quintal, while our cost of pro-
ductionisRs4,100 orso.Weare

incurring loss of Rs 250 for
everyquintal of sugar,affecting
our liquidity and resulting in
mounting cane dues to farm-
ers,”he added.

The government must
revise the minimum selling
price (MSP) of sugar, which has
been unchanged at ¥31/kg
since February 2019,to 341 per
kg.“The present MSP does not
reflect theincreasein cost,with
the FRP (fair and remunerative
price) of sugarcane alone going
upfrom3275t0I355 perquin-
tal between 2019-20 and the
current season...,” Patil noted.

Crops on over 2.05L
hectares damaged

UNSEASONAL RAINS AND
hailstorms have damaged
crops on more than 2.05 lakh
hectares of land in Maharash-
tra,with 29 districts reporting
significant losses between
March and early April, officials
from the agriculture depart-
ment said on Tuesday.
According to preliminary
estimates, crops on 1.22 lakh
hectares were damaged in the

second half of March, while
82,704 hectares were affected
in early April, they said.
Nashik, Ahilyanagar, Jal-
gaon and Dhule have reported
extensive damage, with signif-
icant losses also recorded in
Chhatrapati Sambhajinagar
and Buldhana. Parts of Pune,
Solapur, Sangli and Jalna dis-
tricts, Vidarbha were also
affected. PTI
